Introduction
The realization of a professional language is of increasing importance as it draws upon substantive research

developments in our understanding of both teaching and the academic and professional development of teaching.
Professional strategy is a general strategy of professional realization to engage and master the language of reflective
practice. The intention of this strategy is to offer a critical approach for the development of a reflective, evidence based
approach to realizing and improving teaching and learning through research. Three descriptive features frame the
general structure of this strategy. The first feature describes the concrete spatial location of the realization. It is not a
neutral space, rather, is situated within the teacher’s discipline, department and institution. Ideally, it depicts a space in
which engagement with students, colleagues and the disciplinary knowledge-base is critical to a full and complete
realization of the language. The second feature draws on past experience and looks farward to ongoing experience and
development. The third feature encompasses the wide range of material, experience, practices, situations, relationships
and values with which the academic engages. It suggests that teachers be informed in their relationships with that matter
by conceptual framework of engaged dialogical learning and guided by the critical learning matrix.

Integration of Research and Practice of Teaching: - <
Traditionally both research and teaching are seen independent to each other rather than an dependent issue in the
construction and extension of knowledge the focus on the common goal of learning and the advancing of knowledge
highlights the critical significance of this research teaching relationship within disciplinary practice.

In a broad sense, research includes both qualitative and qualitative approaches and incorporates a wide range of
disciplinary cultures. Research is intrinsically composed with theory in so far as it informs theory, modifies theory,
subverts theory, embodies theory and / or generates new theory. Research and theory can be groped into four categories
regarding the practice of teaching.

* The first concerns research looking at the practice of teaching.

e The second category draws together the vast reservoir of research on adult and student learning.

* The third focuses on research of more specific relevance to the individual genres of practice.

e The fourth category draws upon research concerned with the professional issues facing learning and teaching in

higher education.

It addresses the social and epistemological issues and values of the professional role of teaching within academic
practice, higher education institutions and society in general. It challenges academics to reflect upon and think about
their teaching in the changing wider social, political and economic contexts in which it situated.

These categories offer a wide range of research that can be drawn upon in the development of the practice of
learning and teaching. They do not describe a practical framework for understanding the different relationships between
research and practice in the realization of professional practice.

A conceptual framework is needed for reflecting upon, developing and improving practice. Research and practice in four
ways: practice defined by research, practice vs. research, practice informed by research; and practice as research.

Teaching Defined by Research:- Pedagogy or teaching is a conscious activity by one person to enhance learning in
another. But making the link between teaching and learning is not enough. A more critical approach is necessary to
recognize the nature of such relationship. Earlier, teaching tends to understand its relationship to learning as essentially
linear, one in which teaching causes or produces learning. Later, teachings become an outcome of learning. Refocusing
the practice of teaching does not necessarily mean that teachers need to be schooled in the literature and research on
student learning. In a study examining what the best teachers do, Bain (2004:25-6) found that few had substantive
awareness of this literature but all had ‘conceptions of human learning that are remarkably similar to some ideas that
have emerged in the research and theoretical literature on cognition, motivation and human development. So, this first
phase challenges both the faculty / academic developer and the not so excellent teacher to redefine teaching for
themselves - to centre student learning in their practice by engaging with the research and re-constructing it in their
discipline for both themselves and their students.

Teaching Vs Research: - Teachers in higher education specially in teachers training curriculum, bring their own rich
experience of learning to the learning and teaching situation. Through their own academic research and scholarship, they
can also bring to the encounter with the students a shared experience of the struggle and exhilaration of learning. This
phase focuses on the development of teaching within a broader conception of disciplinary research and scholarship. It
includes a more understanding of research as a deeply engaging learning activity with rich lessons for our understanding
and practice of teaching. Teachers in higher education are master learners in their disciplines and professions. That,

Abstract

The study looks into the information services available for the visually challenged students of
secondary and higher secondary level in the blind schools in Burdwan division, i.e., one of the
divisions among the five administrative divisions in the state of West Bengal in India. There
are se.en (07) such schools in the division spread over the districts. Semi-structured
questionnaire with Likert-tvpe questions have been prepared to collect data from the students.
Also another semi structured questionnaire is prepared for the organization head or the
librarian taking care of the information resources. Basically the students are interviewed to
obtain their answers. Sample size is restricted to 10% of the total population of students. The
study reveals that the institutes should increase access, availability and funding for assistive
technology through efforts and initiatives. Only one institute Asansol Braille Academy (ABA)
uses sujficient Braille resources and Assistive technology. Due to improper information about
the assistance from the Government level (both Central and State) these institutes are
suffering from shortage of funds. Shortage of teaching faculty is another hindrance in the
overall development of the visually challenged students. Only in one institute, Asansol Braille
Academy (ABA) trained librarians are recruited to run the library. Only in 6 institutes the
visually challenged students are very much satisfied with at least one service of the library.
The study gives a comparative analysis of the institutes and their services which aids in their
betterment and overall services for the visually challenged.

Abstract—Seismicity and seismic characteristics like b value,
fractal dimension, energy release and recurrence period are asses-
sed for the region (80°E-89°E and 26°N-31°N), which includes the
2015 large Nepal earthquake Mw 7.8 in central Himalaya. The
International Seismological Centre (ISC) catalogue of earthquakes
with my, > 3.8 for the period August 1964 — January 2013 are used.
The b values are estimated using the maximum likelihood and least
square methods. The fractal dimension is estimated using the
correlation integral method. The events are also used for estimating

radiated energy in the region. The probability of occurrence of

moderate earthquakes (my, > 5.0 using ISC data and Mw > 6.0
using USGS data for the period 1964-2015) during a specified
interval of time is estimated on the basis of three probabilistic
models, namely, Weibull, gamma and lognormal. The model
parameters are estimated by the maximum likelihood estimates. It
is found that there is a 99% probability for occurrence of at least
one carthquake my, > 5.0 in this region in a time window of
2-3 years from the year 2013, and in 20-30 years for an carth-
quake Mw > 6.0 from the year 2015. The b value maps identified
variable stressed zones, and the fractal dimension maps fractal
characteristics of the active fault zones. The energy release map
identified the zones of higher and lower energy release. The percent
probability maps, prepared using the Poisson distribution, identify
the zones of higher- and lower-probability earthquakes and thus
indicate the areas of future probable carthquakes.

To analyse statistical characteristics of
seismicity and seismogenic faults, a comprehensive
study of b value, fractal dimension (D) and radiated
energy (E) is made here.

One of the basic seismological parameters
employed to describe an ensemble of earthquakes is
the b value, the frequency—magnitude relation. It
characterizes the distribution of earthquakes over the
observed range of magnitudes. The relationship
between the frequency of occurrence and magnitude
of earthquakes is introduced by Gutenberg and
Richter (1944), which describes a power law relation:

where N is the cumulative number of earthquakes
having magnitude larger than M, ‘a’ is a constant, and
‘b’ is the slope of the log-linear relation. This rela-
tionship is found to be applicable over a wide range
of earthquake sizes, both globally and locally (e.g.
Utsu 1965). The fundamental observation is that the
Gutenberg and Richter power law is valid at all scales
(Beauval and Scotti 2003). The constant ‘b’ or
b value varies from region to region but is generally
in the range 0.5 < b < 1.5. The variability of b value
in different regions may be related to structural
heterogeneity and stress distribution in space (Mogi
1962; Scholtz 1968; Biswas et al. 1988). Many
researchers suggested that b value is related to the
